
Our vegetation management contractors work to maintain safety around our lines and 
minimize outages by pruning and removing trees. In 2024, the program was expanded to 
include secondary and service line trimming. Secondary lines feed from the road to homes and 
businesses and will now be maintained on a cycle basis similar to our primary line program.

Right Tree, Right Place
Planting trees on your property this spring? 

Before you get started, keep the following tips in mind:

• Look up and down. Always be safe around power lines. 

• Check on planting restrictions near roads and call Dig-Safe at 811 to ensure that there are 

no buried lines or pipes. 

• Research the height of your desired tree at maturity and plant your trees at least as far away 

from power lines as they will stand at full height.

70ft or more 50ft or more
Examples of trees up to 40ft:

• Crab Apple
• Mountain Ash
• Serviceberry

Examples of trees over 50ft:

• Sugar Maple
• Spruce
• Birch
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
